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THE CHALLENGE

The Northern Ireland Policing Plan, as specified by the Policing Board, sets out a strategy to provide
projects and support to improve public confidence in the Police, utilising enabling technologies.

In 2011, having consulted on UK and international roll-outs of body-worn cameras (BWC), and the viability of such projects, it was agreed that a trail
of body-worn cameras would be conducted by the PSNI. Initially rolled out at local level, and progressing to district level, the PSNI conducted a trial
of body-worn cameras with the aim of:

° Creating self-awareness during police interactions

o Modifying an individual’s behaviour in response to being recorded
° Improving the quality of evidence gathered

° Delivering faster and fairer outcomes within the justice sector.

The success of the trial led to a 2016 deployment of body-worn cameras throughout PSNI.

Over the course of 5 years, the PSNI has grown its
deployment of body-worn cameras to over 3000,
investing in the latest technology from Motorola
Solutions, and enhancing their workflow.

Upgrading to the new VB400 body-worn camera, as well as
introducing the VT50XLR and X-100 helmet cameras for specialist
teams, has allowed the PSNI to remain at the forefront of body-worn
technology, ensuring their officers are equipped and protected with
the best cameras for their role.

The cameras offer a fully-encrypted solution, meaning the footage
captured by officers is secure, impenetrable, traceable and of
evidential quality.

With minimal impact on the officer's workload overhead thanks

to RFID camera assign and streamlined footage processes within
VideoManager, the VB400 fits easily into the officers work day.
Activated with a simple button press, footage can be recorded,
bookmarked and offloaded easily. All recorded video captured can only
be edited by authorised personnel, and will be automatically deleted
after 31 days should it not be required as evidence, utilising the
software’s configurable deletion policies.

DEPLOYMENT FACTS

To date, the PSNI has deployed 2750 VB400 body-worn cameras
as well as 200 X-100 helmet mounted cameras and 200 VT50
XLR body-cameras. The following units are currently making use
of these cameras:
